Its Universal Appeal

A. Introduction :

The art form of drama always appeal
to human kind. The spectator, even for a
short while forgets his or her own world and
experiences another upon the stage perfor-
mance. The dramatist delinet a character in
whom he or she finds much of human self
and a lot of strangeness of the world. How-
ever, the dramas can be universal in appeal
which can transcend the boundaries of reli-
gious political or cultural spheres . The
great dramatist of all times William
Shakespear had cut an very powerful edge
into the very spectacle of human life through
his dramas and still retains full interest to
the present generations. Nateworthyly,
Assam's pioneer religious leader, philoso-
pher, artist, social reformer as well as an
enlightened soul Srimanta Sankardeva intro-
duced one act play to the world before
Shakespear about five hundred fifty years

ago from today. It is now accepted by

renowed scholars all over the world that
Sankardeva’s Ankiya Nats were the first one
act plays addressing a regional audience and
a unique example of artistic craftsmanship
and beauty in open air theatrical perfor-
mance.
B. Impact of Religion on Drama :

The great westerm Sanskrit scholar
A.B. Keith traces the religious origin of
Sanskrit drama in his famous work- “The
History of Sanskrit Drama” saying that tra-
ditions of recitation from the epics and
scriptures attracted large gathering. The
singers and dancers had to interpret in words
and the motions the meaning of the verses.
The ‘Natas’ were the dancers and ‘Bhatas’
were the singers. Acting and dialogue origi-
nated in their illustrating words and expres-
sive signals. Bharat Muni wrote his Natya
Sastra giving shape and purpose, rules and
regulations to Sanskrit drama. The struc-

tures given to a drama by Bharat Muni is

capped by a ‘Nandi’ which is a prayer of in-
vocation to the god of performing arts. In
his celebrated work ‘British Drama’
Allardyce Nicoll writes, “In Greece beth
comedy and tragedy took their rise from re-
ligious ceremonial.” The ancients gathered
together on a festival of sacrifice in the
temples of gods and goddesses. The priestly
people stood around
the alter in a circle.
This was the chorus
which performed the
rituals of songs and
dances. The singers
and dancers started
expressing the mean-
ing of their perfor-
mances in words and
symbolic actions out-
side choric ritual.
Thus actors and dia-
logues emerged out
of the Greek chorus
and paved the way for iy o
the creation of im-
mortal tragedies and
comedies.

C. Sankardeva and Ankia Nats’s Various
Resources from Folk Traditions :

i. Purpose : The purpose of Sankardeva in
creating Ankia Nats was to mainly propogate
his Ekasarana Nam Dharma (Vaisnavite re-

ligion of devotion to one God). In the case
of Greek classics Aescylus, Euripides,
Sophocles, Aristophene etc., all have a re-
ligious origin with creative genius. Sanskrit

plays attained beauty of form and depth in

‘meaning from the creative genious, poets

and dramatists like Bhasa, Cudraka,
Kalidasa, Bhababhuti, Bisakhadatta etc. In
Ankiya Nats the ver-
satile genius of
Sirmanta Sankardeva
full filled this highly
valued necessity. In-
stitutions like Puppet
Dance, Dhuliya,
Ojapali etc were
there in Assamese so-
ciety since distant
past. Sankardeva inte-
grated these tradi-
tional cultural heri-
tage into a distinctive
design and motto to
propogate his mono-
theistic Vaisnavism
where there is a com-
plete harmony and unification of the soci-
ety without barriers of cast, creed and po-
sition of human beings.

ii) Traditional Performing Arts and
“Ankiya Nats’ :

Sankardeva used drama as a power-
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ful mean of spreading Vaishnavism and also
to orient people towards bhakti (devotion).
Sankarvedas creation of one-of the first
plays in aregional Indian language with dra-
matic dialogue in prose successfully
blended religious philosophy with creative

use of folk conventious and forms of

Assam.
a) Putala Nach or Puppet Show :
Puppet show is one of the earliest
performing arts in different cultures. In Guru
Charit-Katha, the biography of vaishnava
saints and gurus written in prose in the late
seventeeth clearly shows that it was
poppular in fifteenth century also century.
In one type of it puppets of ‘kuhila’ (wood
cork) or soft wood by ‘sutradhar’ were used.
In the second type shadows of puppets were

projected on a screen to the audience.

b) Oja Pali :
An Oja Pali performance is marked
by choral singing and thythmic body move-

ments. The Oja narrates the story by sing-

ing and using gestures and ‘mudras’. The
he story of

sukananni Oja mostly narrates t
the birth of Manasa. The Viyahar Oja is con-

nected with the Vaishnava tradition of nar-

rating stories from Mahabharata.

¢) Dhulia Bhaoria :
In a traditional performance the

dhulias usualy begin by singing accompa-

nied by beating of drums and clapping of

cymbals on mythological stories some-
times with acrobatics. There were often in-
novative dramatic situations used by these
performers.

d) Khuliya Bhaoria :

In this form of performing art small
drums, ‘Khols’ and cymbals are used. The
Oja conducts the performance and guides
the other members including the main
singer bayan, the drummers or khuliyas, the
cymbal players or talis’ and the actors
‘bhaurias’. The performance were based on
episodes from the Ramayana and the
Mahabharata.

iii) Unique Characteristics of ‘Ankiya
Nats’ :

The term ankiya nat refers to the
Vaishnava ritual plays written by Sankardeva,
Madhavdeva and some of their successors.
Sankardeva himself used the terms ‘natak’
‘naat’ ‘lilaa’ and jaatraa’. An ‘anka’ or ‘ankiya
nat’ to refer to the plays presumably used
first by Sankardeva’s biographer Daityari
Thakur. Though Sanskrit dramas mention
<anka’ as a form of ‘rupak’, ‘ankiya nat’ has
little in common with Sanskrit anka as

pointed out by a number of scholars includ-

ing Bapchandra Mahanta (1999)
Sankardeva created highly original

plays combining dialogues in prose, dances,

songs, masks and Sanskrit verses.
The language used in the plays 13
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kaoewna ‘Brajawali’ a literary language con-
taining elements of old Assamese and cer-
tain features of some varieties of Prakit and
Maithili. However, the tone and texture is
Assamese and local proverbs and popular
sayings are creatively embedded. The high
tone and austerity of Brazawali serves the
pﬁrpose of maintaining the dignity and se-
riousness of the ‘ Ankia Nats’. Use of mark
is a unique feature of ‘Ankia Nats’. It
necessiated from the expectation of the
faithful audience to witness the legendary
figures on the stage with dramatic intensity.
In Greek drama too, ‘the actors wore high
boots (cothurnus) to give them added
height; over faces they had huge marks’ (A.
Nicoll). In sanskrit drama we found sajjiba’
which included mask of animals, birds,
fishes etc. In Ankiya Bhaona mask in a pow-
erful device to attract and impress audience.

In an ankiya nat or bhaona time, dis-
tance and change of scenes are indicated by
the sutradhera who is the very essential part
of the whole performance. Experts have
identified nine types of dance movements
performed in an ‘ Ankiya Bhaona’ (Mahanta
2003:41) for the characters of a Bhaona
enter and exit with stylized gaits with ap-
propriate music and ‘bols’ (drum syllabus).

Greek and Sankrit classical dramas

prohibit inclusion of vulger elements in

serious plays. However there is a tradition

of comic relief between the tensions of
grave incidents. English mystery plays (the
comic quarrel of Noa and his wife) as well
as plays (grave diggers in Hamlet) have many
instances of comic relief. The scene of
Bedanidhi's discomfiture on the speedy
chariot of Krishna is one superb example
of comic humour in Sankardeva. In Parijat
Harana there is even episode of comic qua”
rel _between Sachi and Satyabhama.

D. Conclusion :

‘Ankiya Nats’ have contributed
commenslly towards the cultural enrich”
ment of the whole Assamese social pris™
reflecting the colour of assimilation, Wity
and art. More research and culture of the

Effects of Predatory Pricing
Predatory pricing in the short term
benefits customers due to lower prices but
harms all companies in the industry. In the
short run ,predatory pricing creates a buyer’s

market where customers are able to pur-

chase goods at a lower price. The company
that survives the price war and remains in
the market is able to reap the long term re-
wards and establish a monopoly.

After competitors are driven out, the re-
maining firm is able to raise prices and re-
cover lost profits in the short term. As 2
customer’s willingness to pay declines as
price increase, the price appreciation works
most effectively on inelastic goods. In the
long run, customers suffer from higher
prices and the monopoly company is able

toreap the profits of price appreciation. o0

Although it
seems like anew trend, sites like Face book

are the natural outcome of many centuries

of social media development.

Social Media Before 1900 :

The earliest method of communicat-

ing across great distances used written cor-
vered by hand from one

M

respondence deli
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person to another. In other words, letters.
The earliest form of postal service dates
back to 550 B.C, and this primitive deliv-
ery system would become more widespread
and streamlined in future centuries. In 1 7192,
the telegraph was invented. This allowed
.- messages to be delivered over a long dis-
tance far faster than a horse and rider could
carry them. Although telegraph messages
were short, they were a revolutionary way
to convey news and information. Although
no longer popular outside of drive through
banking, the pneumatic post, developed in
1865, created another way for letters to be
delivered quickly between recipients. A
pneumatic posts utilizes underground
presurized air tubes to carry capsules from
one area to another.

Two important discoveries happened
in the last decade of the 1800- The tele-
phone in 1890 and the radio in 1891. Both
technologies are still in use today, although
the modern version are much more sophis-
ticated than their predecessors. Telephone
lines and radio signals enabled people to
communicate across great distances instan-
taneously, something the mankind haq never
experienced before.

Social Media in 20" Century :

Technology began to change very
rapidly in the 20" century. After the first

super computers were created in the 1940’s

scientists and engineers began to develop
ways to create network between those com-
puters and this would later lead to the birth
of Internet. The earliest forms of the
Internet, Such as CompuServe, were devel-
oped in the 1960s primitive forms of the €
mail were also developed during this time-
By the 1970s, networking technology had
improved and 1979’ use net allowed users
to communicate through a virtual news let-
ters.

Sarat Chandra Singha was born in 1
January 1914 to a Rajbanshi family in
Bhakatpara village of chapar under Dhubri
district. He belongs to a farmer family.
Singha started schooling from his village
school. For secondary education, he at-
tended high school in Bilasipara known as
in Indra Narayan Academy higher second-
ary school; some 25km. from his home, a
distance what he covered daily on foot or
bicycle.

He received his bachelor degree
from the cotton college, Guwahati and sub-
sequently moved to Banaras Hindu Univer-
sity for law education, After getting a law
degree, Singha come back to guwahati and
practiced law for a short period and then
switched to school teachings in different
positions from assistant teacher to head-
Master in Dhubri district. During the reor-
ganization of states on the basis of languages

in early 50's a section of people in western

Assam tried to merge the undivided

Goalpara district with west Bengal. But

e o

Singha fought the move alone, and kept
Goalpara district well embadded within the
boundary of Assam.

Singha entered politics in 1946
through Indian National Congress and
elected to Assam state assembly four times
from Bilasipara east constituency in 1946-
52, 1962-67, 1972-78 and 1985-90.

He was first made the interim chief
minister in 1972 by Indira Gandhi and Sub-

sequently became an elected chief minis-

ter and served till 1978. He also served the

Congress party in various Positions and

z M
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capacities like general secretary, Vice-
president and president. However, he later
joined Indian National Congress (socialist)
after the emergency era which was imposed
by Indira Gandhi and became the national
president of it in 1987.

Singha faced some challenging task
in his tenure of chief ministership like shifi-
ing the state capital from Shillong to Dispur.
When Meghalaya was carved out of Assam
along with Shillong and the language agita-
tion in 1972, which rocked the state, a
demand for the introduction of Assameses
the sole medium of instruction in Assam.

He was the man behind the setting
up the Guwahati medical college and

hospital and Bongaigaon refinery and

Retrochemicals limited. He belived in
decentralization of power and introduced
panchayati raj in the state for the welfare of
the backward communities. He also sowed
the seeds of the cooperative movement in
Assam to boost state’s economy.

When shanad pawer left the Con-
gress to form the Nationalist Congress
Party, he joined him and led the party in
Assam till his death. A man of the masses;
Singha became a living legend during his
lifetime. He was the most common man i
an uncommon society.

He died on 25 December 2005, at

his Guwahat;j residence due to old age ail
ments. QQ
