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advertisers lack the knowledge and are
unable to decide what is right and what is
wrong for the viewers.

It has to be understood that the main
area of interest for advertisers is to increase
the sales, gain more and more customers
and increase the demand for the product
by presenting a glossy, decorated ., puffed
and colorful ad. Every advertisement keeps
on claiming that their product is the best,
having the most unique qualities than the
competitors, more cost effective and more
beneficial.

Ethics in advertising is directly
related to the purpose of advertising and
the nature of advertising. Exaggerating the
ad to prove the benefits of the product
becomes necessary in certain cases. For
example: a sanitary napkin ad which shows
that when the napkin was dropped inariver
by some girls, the napkin soaked whole
water of the river. Here, the purpose of
advertising ad was only to inform women
about the product quality. It is infact
obvious to every women that this cannot
practically happen but the ad was accepted.
This ad does not show that the ad was
unethical.

Similarly the pharmaceutical
industry emphasizes on how the mcdicfne
cures, however they rarely give information
regarding the side effects or related risks.

1t shows how a company shows the positive
values while neglecting the negative effects
associated with the produect.

No advertisments has been shown
with a person practically drinking the actual
liguor with regard to aleohol. In alcohol
ads, the demonstrators usually use sodas
and mineral water which pose the actual
liquor brand name. Practically , whether
there are alcohol advertisements or not , il
is highly possible that loyal consumers will
continue drinking alcohol.

In real sense, advertisements related
to tobacco and cigarettes need not be
advertised because people consuming
these products are likely to suffer severe
health issues and cancer.

Ads associated with social causes
are classified as ethical and should be
acceptable. Nevertheless, ads associated
with condoms and pills for contraceptives
should be controlled because they exhibit
unethical nature basically in those areas
where education and knowledge of the
produet are limited.

It has to be agreed that
advertisements are necessary for providing
information to the general public but the
cthics and principles of not claiming for
fake and Tlalse representation and
misleading information for higher sales

must be strictly looked upon,

Russell calls Drunkenness a = lemporary
suicide: the happiness that it brings is
merely negative, a momentary cessation
of unhappiness.”
Byronic Unhappiness

It is common in our day, as it has been
in many other periods of the world’s history,
to suppose that those among us who are
wise have seen through all the enthusiasms
of earlier times and have become aware
that there is nothing left to live for. The
men who hold this view arc genuinely
unhappy, but they arc proud of their
unhappiness, which they consider 1o be the
only rational attitude for an enlightened

man.
Love is a source of delight, bul iis

_absence is a source of pain. Love is to be

valued because it enhances all the best
pleasures, such as music, and sunrise in
mountains, and the sea under the full moon.
To feel tragedy, a man must be aware of
the world in which he lives, not only with
his mind, but with his blood and sinews.

Competition
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What people fear when they engage in
the struggle is not that they will fail to get
their breakfast next morning, but that they
will fail to outshine their neighbours. The
root of the tronble springs from too much
emphasis upon compelitive success as the
main source of happiness. Unless a man
has been taught what to do with success
after getting it, the achievement of it must
inevitably leave him a prey to boredom.
Boredom and Excitement

Russell argues that the opposite of
boredom, in a word, is not pleasure, but
excitement. We are less bored than our
ancestors were, but we are more afraid of
boredom. We have come to know, or rather
to believe, that boredom is not part of the
natural lot of man, but can be avoided by a
sufficiently vigorous pursuit of excitement.
But a life too full of excitement is an
exhausting life, in which continually
stronger stimuli are needed to give the thrill
that has come to be thought an essential
part of pleasure.

Russell entrusts the capacity to
endure a more or less monotonous life . It
is one which should be acquired in
childhood. Russell blames Modern parents
in this respect; as they provide their children
with far too many passive amusements,
such as shows and good things to eat. “A
happy lile must be to a greal exlent a quiet
life, for it is only in an atmosphere of quiet
that true joy can live.”




Fatigue

Purely physical fatigue, provided it
is not excessive, tends if anything to be a
cause of happiness. it leads to soung sleep
and a good appetite, and gives zest to the
pleasures that are possible on holidays,
Nervous fatigue is commen ip advanced
communities.

Causes of Happiness

After analyzing the causes of
unhappiness Russell goes further o discuss
the causes of happiness and its links with
life. There is a vital question - Is happiness
still possible?

Happiness is of two sorts. Perhaps the
simplest way to describe the difference
between the two sorls of happiness is to
say that one sort is open to any human
being, and the other only to those who can
read and write.

Russell says that the pleasure of work
is open to anyone who can develop some
specialized skill. Belief in a cause 15 @
source of happiness to large numbers of
people. Not so very far removed from the
devotion to obscure causes as in a hobby.
A friendly interest in persons, the kind that
likes to observe people and finds pleasure
in their individual traits will be a source of
happiness. The same idiosyncrasies which
would get on another man’s nerves to the
point of exasperation will be to him a source
of *gentle amusement.’

Russell gives the tip: The secret of

happiness is this - let your inlerests be as

wide as possible, and let your reactions to

the things and persons that interest you be

Zest
What hunger is in relation to food, zest

is in relation to life, Russell opines. Some
people eat food with a sense of duty, some
are epicure who think food is not cooked
well enough, some find every meal a bore,
Some are gormandizers who fall upon the
food eagerly . There are also those who
begin with a sound appetite, are glad of
their food, eat until they have had enough,
and then stop.Life could never be boring
to a man to whomn casual objects offer a
wealth of interest.

The more things a man is interested in, the
more opportunities of happiness he has and
the less he is at the mercy of fate, since if
he loses one thing he can fall back upon
another. Life is too short to be interested in
everything, but it is good to be interested
in as many things as are necessary to fill
our days.

People who have zest, even unpleasant
experiences have their uses.

Affection

According to Russell “It is affection

received, not affection given, that causes
this sense of security, though it arises most
of all from affection which is reciprocal.”
The best type of affection is reciprocally
life-giving; each receives affection with joy
and gives it without effort, and each finds
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the whole world more interesting in
consequence of the existence of this
reciprocal happiness.

There is another kind of aifection in which
one sucks the vitality out ofthe other, such
people use others as means tg their own
ends.

The Family

Allection of parents for children apg

Finally, Russell defines a happy person
who is happy in true sense amid the
seemingly horridness of life. Happiness
depends partly upon
circumstances and partly upon onesclf. It

self-centered passions. The happy person
is the person who lives objectively, who
has free affections and wide interests. The
secret of happiness is to let your interests
be as wide as possible, and let your
reactions to the things and persons that
interest you be as far as possible friendly
rather than hostile.

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COVID-19 and the Barriers to
Effective Vaccine Production

The global community has been
shaken by the pandemic outbreak of a
particular Coronavirus disease (COVID-
19), which has already led to the death of
a huge number of civilians. And the
Worrying fact is that the number of reported
deaths and the number of infected
individuals have been simply increasing
al a staggering rate. That is the reason, the
global population at large is now
questioning: When would we wilness the
discovery of an effective vaccine against
this disease?

The entire process of coming out
With an effective vaccine against any kind
prﬂihﬁgun ic ailment is a time consuming
Process. Although at a very short span of
lime, people at large have already got
themselyes involved in to the discussions

of an effective vaccine against COVID-

19, but they need to consider the fact that
medical science is still not blessed with a
proper vaccine against diseases like
Malaria or HIV that severely affected the
population way ecarlier than COVID-19.
Hence in this regard, it is important for the
common mass to understand the process
of vaccine preparation, the challenges to
it, and especially the reasons behind
consumption of ample amount of time
hefore coming out with an effective
vaccine.

The word “vaccine™ originates
from the Latin Variolae vaccinae (cowpox).
which Edward Jenner demonstrated in 1798
could prevent smallpox in humans.
Thereafier in 1885, French chemist Louis
Pasteur developed what he called a rabies
vaccine, although it was merely a rabies

antitoxin that functioned as a post-infection




antidote only hecause of the long
incubation period of the rabies germ.
However in the modern era, the term
vaccine can be defined as gl biological
preparations made from living, Organisms
to enhance immunity either by treatiy g the
disease (therapeutic vaceines) g
preventing the same (prophylactic
vaccines).

In theory, any infectigus disease
might be preventable with a vaccine. But

in practical terms, the variahle nature of

the immune response to each

disease causing organism,

limited only to a few viral and bacterig]

diseases. In fact ey
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humans, testing proceeds in three phases:
Phase | clinical trials involve a few dozen
subjects; Phase 11 involves 50 — hundreds
of subjects; and, Phase 111 involves
thousands or ten thousand of subjects. And
if a safety concern arises at one phase, it
would eventually stop the clinical study
from advancing to the next phase. Hence
it’s important for the mass to display
patience as scientist work hard to come
out with an effective vaccine against
COVID-19.

Moreover, the process ol vaccine
production faces a number of primary
challenges even before the scientists move
into the ambit of doing extensive research
to discover an effective vaccine against a
diseasc. The very first challenge 10 the
process of vaccine production COmPrises
of adequate funding and concems regarding

safety and contamination. Furthermore,

public reactions to a vaccine are quite

strong, since some people view discovery
while

that

of vaceines as scientific miracles,
others still feel skeptical 1o the fact
Whether or not a particular vaccine could
help them recover from a particular kind
of diseasc. [t must also be 1aken into
consideration {he fact that vaceines are

developed and brought to the market by
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pharmaceutical companies and the major
dilemma for the pharmaceutical companies
is that demand tends nol to coincide with
an ability to pay. Added to this, inadequate
preclinical data and lack of detailed
information on protective correlates of
immunity contribute to product failure in
clinical trials, which is also a major
challenge to the process of vaccine
production.

In case of Covid 19, atleast 43
vaccines are in development around the
waorld- in Brisbane, Hongkong, inthe US ,
the UK and most scientists are nol
advocating the conventional method of
utilizing weakened forms of germ to build
our immunity but iusicad rather short
copies of parts of the virus’s genetic code-
its DNA or RNA. An American company
named Moderna has already started human
trials with 45 healthy adull individuals as
have been reported by Anthony Fauci,
Doctor and head of the US National
Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases.
With the release of the complete genome
of Covid-19 virus by the Chinese scientists.
researchers from around the world have
heen concentrating to single out sets of
penes that makes specific viral proteins

such as the S-protein making the spikes on
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the virus’s outer envelope characteristic
of the coronavirus family to act gg antigens
(weakened form that elicits an immune
response in host). These genes have beep
synthesized artificially in laboratories by
comprising the same materials that make

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We all know about the world’s one of the
cheapest car Tata nano manufactured by
the Tata motors. In 152 of February 2017,
ISRO has made a record of launching 104
satellites at a time out of which 103 were
nanosatellites, Most ol us are using nano
SIM in our smartphones. But the real
meaning of nano is somewhat different from
what we use in general.

A nanometer is obtained if we divide one
meter length into 10° parts; one part of them
15 called a nanometer size. How small a
Nanometer size is can be easily realized if
We compare it with the size of human hair.
To get thickness of one nanometer, we need
0 cut a human hair cross sectional into
80,000 parts. A nanomaterial should have
at least one dimension within the size of 1

10 100 nanometres. Based on their
confinement, a nanomaterial can be two
dimﬁnsinnal, one dimensional and zero
dimensional, Accordingly, they are called
Manosheet or panofilms, nanowire or
fanorods and nanodots.

When yye talk about nanomaterials, two
terms vig, nanoscience and nanotechnology
e fmq“eﬂﬂj’ used. The term nanoscience
'S used 1o describe the size and structure
depende‘“ pProperties of nanomaterials.

Why Nano?

In case of a nanomaterial, more atoms lie
on the surface than the bulk. This makes
the nanomaterials to have high value of
surface to volume ratio. As a result of this,
the reactivity and stability of the
nanomaterials are increased in a chemical
reaction and their physical, chemical,
mechanical, optical, opto-electronic,
thermal and biological properties are
greatly enhanced as compared to their bulk
counlerpart. For instance, gold
nanoparticles are not yellow in colour with
which we all are familiar. Nanoscale gold
can be red or purple in colour. This size
dependent optical property of gold is used
for bio-imaging of tumour cells. Similarly
nanostructured boron nitride (BN) is found
to be even harder than some forms of
diamond.

The nanoworld is the mediator between the
atom and the solid. from larger molecular
aggregate or the small solid object to the
strong relationship between surface and
volume. The concept of the nanoworld has

made possible to treat scientific and
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technological domains in the same
platform. It has allowed the conventional
world to merge with the quantum world.
The gap between the different disciplineg
are disappearing and paving the way for
new ways of scientific advancement, The
process of miniaturization makes itpossible
to see, work on and manufacyyre ever
smaller objects. [n order to dg 80,
increasingly sophisticated technology js
required.

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In 1891 Sklodowska went to Paris
and, now using the name Marie, began to
follow the lectures of Paul Appel, Gabriel
Lippmann, and Edmond Bouty at the
Sorbonne. There she met physicists who
Were already well known — Jean Perrin,
Charles Maurain, and Aime Cotton.
Sklodowska worked far into the night in
her student quarters garret and virtually
lived on bread, butter and tea. She came
first in the licence of physical sciences in
1893. She began to work in Lippmann’s
research laboratory and in 1894 was placed
second in the licence of mathematical
science. It was in the spring of that year
that she met Pierre Curie. Their marriage
(Tuly 25, 1895) marked the start of a
partnership that was soon (0 achieve results
of world significance, in particular the
discovery of polonium (so called by Marie
in honour of her native land) in the summer
of 1898 and that of radium a few months
later.

Turning her attention to minerals,
she found her interest drawn to pitchblende,
a mineral whose activity, superior to that

of pure uranium, could be explained only

by the presence in the ore of small quantities
of an unknown substance of very high
activity, Pierre Curie then joined her in the
Work that she had undertaken to resolve
*his problem and that led the discovery of

the _
"8W elements, polonium and radium.

While Pierre Curie devoted himself chiefly
to the physical study of the new radiations,
Maric Curie struggled to obtain pure
radium in the metallic state- achieved with
the help of the chemist Andre-Louis
Debierne, one of Pierre Curie’s pupils. On
the results of this research, Marie Curie
received her doctorate of science in June
1903 and, with Pierre, was awarded the
Davy Medal of the Royal Society. Also in
1903 they shared with Becquerel the Nobel
Prize for Physics for the discovery of
radioactivity. The birth of her two
daughters, Irene and Eve, in 1897 and 1904
did not interrupt Marie’s intensive scientific
work.

The sudden death of Pierre Curie
(April 19, 1906) was a bitter blow to Marie
Curie, but it was also a decisive turning
point in her career: henceforth she was to
devote all her energy to completing alone
the scientific work that they had
undertaken. In 1908 she became titular
professor and in 1910 her fundamental
treatise on radioactivity was published. In

1911 she was awarded the Nobel Prize {or
Chemistry, for the isolation of pure radium.
Throughout World War I, Marie Curie, with
the help of her daughter Irene, devoted
herself to the development of the use of
X-radiography.

Marie Curie died as a result of

leukemia caused by the action of radiation.

October 1947. The following year, the
dispute between India and Pakistan reached
the international area, as India brought the
Kashmir issue to the UNSC. The UNSC
resolution called on both Pakistan and India
to demilitarize their respective areas of
control in the valley and hold a plebiscite.

In April 2018, the Supreme Court

To overcome
this legal challenge, the Indian government
instead rendered Article 370 as
“‘imperative’ even though it still exists in
the constitution. N. Gopalaswami Ayyangar
was the chief drafter of Article 370 which

Sukanya Samriddhi Yojana is
one of the most high-paying investment
options in the fixed income segment. The
birth certificate of the girl child along with
other ID proofs should be submitted to the
bank while opening the account.

The eligibility criteria for apening
an account under Sukanya Samriddhi
Yojana are as follows-

1. Only parents or legal guardians of the
girl child can open a Sukanya Samriddhi
account in the name of the girl.

2. The girl child should be less than 10
years at the time of account opening which
will be operative till the girl reaches the
age of 2] years.

3. The Initial investment for opening an
account of Rs. 250 which can reach a
maximum amount of Rs. 1.50.000
annually with further deposit in the
multiplies of Rs. 100,

4. There can be only one account per child
under the Sukanya Samriddhi Yojana.
