;ﬁ ! The Sanskrit Scriptures come under
{| the jurisdiction of Sanskrit Literature and it
_j il includes theoretically both the Vedic and
{| Classical literary documents coming down
{. the ages. Sanskrit literature starts from the
|i Rigvedic Samhita as the Vedic specimen. It
| is generally known as the Rigveda. The
1" Vedic literature primarily includes the

Samhitas, Brahmanas, Aranyakas and the
" Upanishads. The portrayal of women in

these Indian Snskrit literature is the primary
~ picture of the ancient existential status of

women to a great extent.

(b) Major categories of Sanskrit

Literature :

The Sambhitas are the earliest literary
documents which date back to 5000 B.C.

they are also called the Vedanta meaning the
end of the Veda. The Dharmasutras, the
Dharmashastras, the Ramayana, the
Mahabharata, the Puranas etc. enriched the
field of sanskrit literature by their literary
contribution in the tradition of Sanskrit
Literature.

As the Classical age of Sanskrit
Literature has been marked by the advent
of the Ramayana and all these literary works,
the representation of various dimensions of
women folk is vivid. Women lead their roles
and rise their voices through the characters,
or as receivers of message or as a part of the
social conjecture through out their existence.
2 (a) Female in Sanskrit Literature : '

It is noted that in Sanskrit literature,
starting from the Vedas, women are

cinnected with various natural phenomens.
They were even worshipped as divine
creation to a great extent. In Vedas age nature
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They are in mantra style of literature.
Through descriptive prose forms of literature
of various sacrifices are narrated in the
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Brahmanas. The Aranyakas represent the
contents of literature in the analysis of their
mystic base.

The Upanishads are the complete
representation of philosophical ideas that
arose in the minds of the Rishis and they
form the last part of the Vedas for which

got the first priority of the human folk to
tame it for their survival in this world. In
this age female characters like Usha, Vak,
Prithivi etc. -vere highly respected as well
as worshipy ed for gaining blessings and

favour.

The goddesses Devi sarasvati, the
flowing one, is one of the most celebrated
goddesses, as described in Rig Veda. She is
identified with the Srasvati River (Rig Veda
1.3.10). She is the goddess of speech and

11 learning and creator of Sanskrit, the
1 language of Vedas. She gives knowledge of

all things (Ibid 1.3.12) -
“Maho arna sarasvati pracetayati

. ketuna.

Dhiyo bisva birajati.”
Again in the Rig Veda Dawn (Usa)

" is narrated as lover of The Sun. She is the
. symbol of well-beings and gives prosperity

(Ibid 1.49.3). She removes the all darkness
of illusion from human beings and gives the
wisdom. Quelling has done by him (Ibid
6.64.3)

“Bahanti simarunaso rusanto gabh
subhagﬁbhubirya prathanam.

Apejate suro astba satrunbadhate
tamo ajiro na botha.”

Her supernatural power is
demonstrated in so many Suktas of Rig Veda
(1.49,3.61, 6.64, 5.80)

In the later Vedic literature,

VAT

especially the minor Upanishads i.e. called
sakta-upanishads, a philoshophical
interpretation of Sakti-tattva is depicted. The
various names of Devi like Tripura, Trikuta,
Maya, Mahamaya, Kundalini, Durga,
Mahalaksmi, Saravati, Vaisnavi, Sati and so
on are mentioned there. All these women
have super natural power. The main
characteristic feature of Sakta-religion is
Monism. Power (Sakti) cannot exist in a
vacuum. If there is a power (Sakti), must be
a power-holder (Saktiman) also. Sankti
implies a Saktiman. There is no saktiman
without Sakti or Sakti without Saktiman.
Saktiman is Siva. Each is meaningless
without the existence of other. The two as
they are in themselves are one - it is Monism.
Sive and Sakti are each Being,
Consciousness and Bliss. According to the
Sakta religion, universe, itself, is different
manfiestation of supreme God, the unity of
Siva and Sakti which are interrelated as mass
and energy. Among the every God of the
Hindu partheon has a feminine companion
as his power. For example, Visnu has the
goddess Laksmi as his eternal companion.
Siva is accompanied by Parvati, Brahma by
Sarasvati, Krishna by Radha and so on.

Thus, it is clear that the basic
principle projected in the early Sanskrit
literary documents is gender equal . Its base
can be the concept of Ardhanarishvara. It is
pertinent in Indian thought thhat the right
part of human body symbolizes the existence
of the male principle and the left stands for
the female making complete whole in life.
The Chinese Yang and and Yin concept has
an equivalent in this regurd.

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(b) Some Other Female Characters in
Sanskrit Literature .
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Women are even debarrsd from
taking part in the decision making process.
Their lives were confined within the four
walls of the house in most of the cases. The
patriachal socicty become gradually
overpowering equality of the genders.

-Examples like fire ordeal of Sita in the

Ramayana, Draupadi’s marriage with five
Pandavas without asking for her own will
and her “bastraharan” the dire humiliation
in the meeting hall of the royal court in the
Mahabharata etc. are just few instances in
this regard. Shakuntala’s ill fate in the

Abhijnanashakuntam is also a kind of

feminine exploitation and male imposition.

From linguistic point of view, due
linguistic analysis of various Sanskrit words
also bring light on male domination. In
Paninian Grammar (5th century B.C.) the
construction of words like pitarau, bhratarau
etc. used to represent both the father and
mother, brather and sister respectively
without the reflection of the female counter
part in the linguistic representation. For the
construction of the words of feminine gender
in this earliest work of grammar and
linguistics, mostly the masculine words were
taken as the base word. Only a fixed suffix
is been attached for the required linguistic
formation in Paninian Grammar (Kapur, p.
104).

3. Conclusion :

The world of Sanskrit literature can
offer a unique scope of study from the
feminist point of view. The quotes like devah
na jananti kuto manushyah, na stri
svatantram arhati “ even the divines cannot
know the femal” are just some of the

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Karbi Youth Festival : A 50 Years Journey
to Celebrate Ethnic and Cultural Heritage

: Nestled in the verdant hills of Assam,
India, lies the vibrant cultural landscape of
the Karbi community. The Karbi as a tribe
;amongst the most diverse and rich cultural
Iheritage tribe lives in picturesque area of a
f mix of plains and hills, with a moderate and
lelcasant temperature, the diverse ethnic
icuisine offered an entirely different
realization. Surprisingly there is no hand-
5' written manuscript available about their
~customs, traditions, rituals, songs and forms
. of dances, these are followed as orally taught
"and passed from the older generation to
- younger generation through word of mouth.
The Karbi people, known for their rich
heritage and unique traditions, celebrate
their culture with zest during the Karbi
Youth Festival. The genesis of the Karbi
Youth Festival was found on 1974 inside
the four walls at Diphu Jail when the leaders
who were in custody imagined a new
resurgent Karbi Youth through cultural
initiatives. After the movement of Roman
script, the first Karbi Youth Festival (KYF)
Was held at Diphu club, Rongnihang in 1974
but there was no Karbi Cultural Society

(KCS) to administer this festival till 1976.
In 1977 on 30th January KCS was formed
under the headship of Lunse Timung as
President and Roy Engti as Secretary with
only three committees. In initial years KYF
held and celebrated in different places as it
was quite impossible and difficult to come
at Taralangso from different core and corner
of the entire district during those days. In
1988, when the local ASDC party won
election, Tarakangso land was seize for the
celebration of the festival in coming years
as a permanent venue that spans 672 acres.
Karbi Youth Festival recognized as North
East India’s largest Ethnic Festival, held at
Taralangso the Karbi cultural heritage. KYF
is not an entertaining event but an
educational experience and cultural
assimilation. The KYF typically held in the
winter months, brings together the youth of
the Karbi community and visitors from far
and wide. Visitors come explore the ethnic
village which is part of tribal’s exhibition
showing with a sample of ethnic foods,
tradition, shop around the market place. Its
